A box lunch will be offered while volunteering. Breakfast and dinner are not provided. You must therefore 

provide these meals. There is no restaurant or convenience store at Domaine Saint-Bernard. Mont-

Tremblant is an internationl resort community and all services are located a short drive from your 

accommodations. 

 

Volunteers are expected from Tuesday, September 9, 4:00 PM. Your attendance will be required from 

Wednesday, September 10 at 9:00 AM, to Saturday, September 13 at 12:00 PM, 2008. Wednesday will be 

devoted to training and visiting the competition waters. Thursday, Friday and Saturday morning are 

competition days. 

 

For the smooth running of the event, preference will be given to volunteers who may be present during the 

4 days of the competition. 

 

Volunteers interested will be free to fish on their arrival Tuesday, evenings and Saturday afternoon after the 

competition sessions. The river is a 20-minute walk from your accommodations, and offers great fishing. 

All you will need is a valid fishing permit.
